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2. The novelty and importance of the findings 
The study showed the importance of the higher Diploma Program (HDP), it indicated the perception difference among instructors before attending the HDP and after attending the program. As the study found out the instructors who did not have the willingness and interest to attend the program will change their perceptions of HDP after attending the program. The study found out the lack of follow up of the higher education institutions (HEIs) on the actual practices of the HDP training. It also found out the correlation of the HE instructors’ perception with the perceived practices of HDP. The finding shows the importance of paying attention on the perception of the HDP for the betterment of the practices of the HDP. Generally, the above mentioned findings can make the study novel and important, which help the higher education institutions (HEIs) to identify the perception and perceived practices of the HDP and take timely measurements for the betterment of the HDP. 
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
